Due
to the fresh acidity and loads of fruit, this wine could easily mature until 2008.

in the vineyard : Production area: Simonsberg-Stellenbosch. Produced and bottled on
Morgenhof Wine Estate, 4km from Stellenbosch and 25 km from Paarl on the R44.

The wine is produced from a selection of the various Sauvignon Blanc blocks. One of
the Sauvignon Blanc blocks is 26 years old and planted on a slight north-west slope at
an altitude of 180-160m. The younger blocks are 11 years old and planted on terraced
South-Western slopes180-240m above sea-level. All the vineyards are hand-
harvested.
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
