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Bellingham The Bernard Series Hand-Picked Viognier 2008

As the contrasting colours of straw and green hints suggest, the flavours of this wine are bold and
upfront. The perfumed nose shows off aromas of pear, rose petals and subtle spice. All the aromas are
carried through to the rich, full palate which has a hint of sweetness balanced by a racy acidity on the
finish. The flavours linger invitingly on the aftertaste.

Vines
are trellised and grow on decomposed granite, perfect conditions for Viognier. Yields
5 tons per hectare.
