about the harvest: Muscat de Frontignan grapes from old vines are picked fully ripe at
25 degrees Balling.

in the cellar : During overnight cold skin contact natural fermentation may commence,
but early the next morning the free run juice is drained and fortified with neutral
wine spiritus. The wine is matured until the fruit aromas and spirits marry before
release.
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
