This wine is made entirely from Cabernet Sauvignon grapes.
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Vineyards

The grapes were sourced from unirrigated vineyards in the Simonsberg ward of the
Paarl area. The vines, around 30 years old, are situated at altitudes of 300 to 400 m
above sea level. Individual vines within identified vineyards were chosen to provide
fruit that stand out for their and for their exceptional concentration and depth of
aromas and flavours as well as their fine balance of fruit, acid and sugar.

about the harvest: The grapes were harvested by hand at 24° Balling during February
and March.

in the cellar : They were crushed and cool-fermented in temperature-controlled
stainless steel tanks at 24° to 28° C for a period of 10 days. Post-fermentation skin
contact lasting a month followed. The wine was matured in new Radoux barrels for 30
months.
