The palate is redolent with succulent, sweet fruit flavours and finely coated in ripe mouth filling tannins.
Smokey and savoury oak characters provide a subtle background to this complex and well balanced
Merlot.

Goes very well with dishes such as duck, lamb, sirloin steak and pastas. Also a great accompaniment to
chocolate and mint desserts.
