Inocculated with oure yeast
cultures after pressing the juice fermented at 16 degrees celcuis. 30% of the wine
was barrel fermented. Extended lees contact was allowed after fermentation and the
wine was allowed to naturally clarify under gravity prior to filtering, blending and
bottling.
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
