ageing : Drink now or cellar for 1 - 2 years.

in the vineyard : Temperate weather conditions and a mediterranean climate. Limited
irrigation, mainly dry land bush vine vineyards.

in the cellar : 
Grapes crushed and fermented on the skins between 25 - 28°C for at least 3 days.
Pressed in a tank press and fermented dry in stainless steel tanks. Malolactic
fermentation is also finished soon after, and wine is cleaned and stored. 

Post Blending Treatment
Different tanks are tasted, blended, filtered and stored in stainless steel until
bottling.
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
