in the vineyard : Shiraz grapes for the Grande Provence range come from sought after
vineyards in the Stellenbosch area, a region well known for high quality red wines.
This was an excellent year for the production of Shiraz, with warm days and limited
rainfall, resulting in small berries with concentrated flavour.

in the cellar : Wine was oak matured for 15 months.
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
