in the cellar : 
Grapes were cold soaked overnight. Inoculated with selective yeast. Fermentation took
place at 24° - 26°C. Wine were pressed at above 2° Balling. Malolactic fermentation
finished in stainless steel tanks. Oak maturation include French oak chips, French oak
staves and 2nd and 3rd fill barrels. All blended together to perfection.
