in the vineyard : The Pinot Noir grapes are from one of the most sought after vineyards
in the Franschhoek valley, high up on south-westerly facing slopes, overlooking the
Grande Provence Estate. The vines flourish in well drained, decomposed sandstone
soils, and indigenous fynbos plants are left to grow naturally, to enhance the natural
beauty of the vineyards.
