in the vineyard : The 2011 harvest was a trying one with heat waves, low yields and
simultaneous ripening of cultivars. Thunderstorms in December saw natural Nitrogen
dropped on the vineyards, livening up the soils and giving vines a surge of energy
going into the bunches ripening stage. Grapes were high in acidity and low pH's
which have produced wines with intense fruit but with crisp acidities.

in the cellar : Juice was fermented in stainless steel tanks for three weeks at 13C. Wine
was left on the gross lees where batonage was applied for a week. Wine was then
racked and left on the fine lees till right before bottling.
