in the vineyard : Pinotage grapes were sourced from a number of block of older vines
on Leeuwenkuil farm in Paarl.

in the cellar : We set out to make the most delicious and compelling dry rosé from
Pinotage. The grapes are hand harvested into small baskets and taken to the cellar
where they were destalked, gently crushed, and cooled before being left on skins for
roughly 2 hours. Juice was then drawn off the skins and cold fermented in tank for
this saigneé rosé
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
