Paarl and the Helderberg in Stellenbosch respectively.

irrigation, and grapes are hand-picked at around 25°B optimal ripeness to vividly
capture the fruit's natural flavour profile.

inthe cellar : In the cellar, gentle extraction and little oak maturation further enhance
the drinkability of this refreshing wine.
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
