This beautifully balanced Gewuztraminer is the
ideal companion to a spicy Indian or Durban curry. Do not forget about the Cape Malay boboties and
smoked cheeses.

The expertise of the vineyard team and cellar were definitely put to the test by the
warm and dry climatic conditions. In the vineyard and in the cellar we adapted our
practices to decrease the effect of water shortage. The dry weather throughout the
season did have its advantages as vines were healthy, with little or no pests or
diseases being recorded in most regions. The dry, warm weather resulted in smaller
berries but with great intensity. The Gewurztraminer from our own vineyards and
from Durbanville complemented each other beautifully.
