in the cellar : soft pressing then cold fermentation in stainless steel tanks for three
weeks. It was racked off the fermentation lees and kept on the secondary lees for four
months before bottling. 10% of the total chenin blanc blend was aged in 4000 litre
French oak foudres, Nomblot cement eggs and terracotta clay amphoras.
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
