Black
cherry and mulberry notes give way to hints of aniseed and vanilla, which are derived from maturation
in small French - and just a few American - barriques.

It is then pressed to
finish fermentation in barrel. Ageing occurs for 12 to 18 months in small French and
American oak barrels.
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
