The wines were then racked (transferred) to a combination of 1st, 2nd
and 3rd fill French oak barrels, and left to mature for 20 months.

56% in NEW 1st-fill French barrels, 44% in 2nd-and 3rd-fill French 225 and 500 liter
barrels for a total of 20 months.
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
