about the harvest: Grapes were harvested at 22,8Âº Balling on 4 February 2003. The
grapes were hand harvested into bins and transported to the cellar immediately.

in the cellar : After being destalked the skins and juice passed through to the
separators; the juice was transferred to stainless steel tanks and the skins to the
press. The juice was then inoculated with yeast for fermentation. The juice was
fermented dry at 12 â€“ 14ÂºC. Thereafter it was cold stabilised and filtered and
bottled.
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
